LBL Weekend 2010 Course Descriptions

#1 - Arson Detection for the First Responder (15 Hours — TFACA) This course is designed to enable the student to
recognize the indicators of an intentionally set fire, preserve evidence, report the information to the appropriate office,
know the role of a fire responder, and that the rule is not to determine cause and origin of the fire. Major topics include
fire behavior, critical observations of the first responder, fire cause, scene security and evidence preservation, legal
consideration, and reporting of findings.

#2 - Incident Safety Officer (15 Hours - TFACA) This course examines the Safety Officer’s role at emergency response
situations. A specific focus on operations within an Incident Command System (ICS) as a Safety Officer is a main theme.
The student will be able to identify and analyze concerns as they relate to all-hazards scene evaluation, and
communicate recommended solutions to the command authority.

#3 - Intro to Fire Pump Maintenance (15 Hours - TFACA) This course is designed to provide the student hands-on
practical training in the repair and maintenance of fire pumps and pump accessory equipment. All procedures taught
can normally be done in the fire station with appropriate training and equipment.

#4 - Intro to Fire Department Officer (15 Hours — Mr. Jerry Crews) This course is designed for those who are entering or
will soon enter officer positions in their department.

#5 - Strategy and Tactics of Initial Company Operations (15 Hours - TFACA) This course is designed to develop the
management skills needed by newly appointed Company Officers, acting Company Officers, and those aspiring to be
Company Officers. All activities and scenarios used in this course are based on structure fires, utilizing small group,
scenario-driven exercises that incorporate chapter topics as they are covered. There will be a final, message-driven
simulation activity.

#6 - Firefighter Survival: Get Out Alive! (15 Hours - TFACA) This course is designed to prepare firefighters for the
dangers that are present on the modern day fireground. Students learn and demonstrate proven survival skills that have
prevented firefighters in the past from dying when unexpected events occur. Topics include SCBA emergencies, escapes
and confidence, entanglement emergencies, wall breeches, and disorientation emergencies. Additional topics include
anchors and knots, rope escape techniques, hose slide, straddle, hang and drop. This course is geared towards keeping
the firefighter from becoming trapped in a situation where they themselves would require rescue. This course requires
a high degree of physical fitness and the ability to cope with physically and mentally demanding situations. **
Participants must bring SCBA, spare bottle, and turnout gear**

#7 - Wildland Firefighter Type | and Look up, Look Down, Look Around (12 Hours — US Forest Service)

This course is designed to be interactive in nature. It contains several

tactical decision games designed to facilitate learning the objectives and class discussion. Topics

include fireline reference materials, communications, and tactical decision-making. Demonstrate the ability to use
fireline reference tools to facilitate the communication and decision-making processes. Describe how to incorporate and
maintain open lines of communication with appropriate personnel. Demonstrate the ability to apply the standard
operating procedures found in the Incident Response Pocket Guide (PMS 461). Demonstrate the ability to apply
information found in the Fireline Handbook (PMS 410-1). This course is designed to train Incident Commander Type
5(ICT5) and Firefighter Type 1 (FFT1) to identify environmental factors and indicators of hazardous fire conditions, and
how to use these indicators when implementing the Risk Management Process. The course is CD-based

classroom course, based on facilitated exercises. Identify seven environmental factors and their respective indicators of
hazardous conditions for fire behavior. Describe how to use the indicators when implementing the Risk Management
Process.

#8 - Lookouts, Communications, Escape Routes and Safety Zones (16 Hours — US Forest Service)
Students become engaged in the process of designing their own safety program. The small
groups will discuss and develop the L, C, E, and S, creating a list of performance standards. The



entire class will then work together to produce and edit a contract, based on consensus, which
guides performance. Practice questioning assignments and situations in a manner that seeks solutions to the
original tactical objectives. Demonstrate safe work practices/behaviors as outlined in their LCES contract.

#9 - Advanced Vehicle Rescue/Extrication (16 Hours — KY State Fire Rescue) This class is designed as the “next step”
from basic extrication. Students will deal with scenarios involving multiple vehicles, multiple patients, and unique
situations. Intermediate procedures and advanced rescue techniques are taught in a mix of field and classroom
exercises. Students must have completed a basic extrication class prior to enrolling in this course **Turnout gear
required for the hands-on portion of this class**

# 10 - 1CS-400 Advanced ICS for Complex Incidents (16 Hours - TEMA) A course in providing instruction on large-scale
organization development, roles and relationships of primary staff, considerations related to large and complex incident
or event management, area command and the importance of interagency coordination. Please bring your ICS-300
certificate with you to this class as it is required before taking 1CS-400.

#11 — Compressed Air Foam Systems: Ops and Tactics (16 Hours — Neal Brooks, W.S. Darley Co.) This course is designed
to educate the student on the operation and design of CAFS. The course will also include firefighting tactics using a CAF
System. CAFS is new to our area and those interested in learning more and seeing it in action should take this course.
This class will feature a LIVE BURN ** Participants must bring SCBA, spare bottle, and turnout gear**

#12 - Liquid Propane Delivery Truck Fires (15 Hours — KY State Fire Rescue) This course will provide detailed training in
responding to propane emergencies. Responders will learn how to extinguish fires involving propane delivery trucks.
This class will feature a LIVE BURN. ** Participants must bring SCBA, spare bottle, and turnout gear** THE FEE FOR THE
CLASS IS $75.00 due to needing multiple instructors.

#13 - Train the Trainer: Basic Firefighting ACI (4 Hours — TFACA) This class enables students to instruct the 64 hour
basic firefighting class. Attendees must be a certified instructor by TN Firefighting Commission, IFSAC, ProBoard or have
successfully completed Fire Instructor | or Instructor Methodology class through TFACA, TEMA, TN EMS or a accredited
college or university. ** THIS COURSE WILL BE HELD ON SAT. THE 11™ AT 1PM**

#14 - Train the Trainer: Intro to Fire and Emergency Services (4 Hours — TFACA) Enables the student to teach the 16hr

Intro to Fire and Emergency Services Course. ** THIS COURSE WILL BE HELD ON SAT. THE 11™ AT 8AM. The fee for this
course is only $20.00**
